In addition, do we have 3 months to do this initial filing or six months? and finally, because we are currently only an NPO do we use the T1044 form. or is there some other form because we are applying for charitable registration?

	Human Rights
	It is perfectly clear to me that the employment application form and the interview should not contravene the Ontario Human Rights Code; meaning that questions regarding age, citizenship, ethnic origin, disability and family status are prohibited. At this moment I am developing policies for a non-profit organization that provides counselling services to individuals. Before individuals can access the services, an intake takes place, which can be compared to an interview. The purpose of the intake is to get a better understanding of the client’s needs and to increase the fit between the client’s needs and the agency’s ability to meet those needs. It is possible that, based on the intake, that the client is referred to another agency.
